1. Signifcant Accountng Policies

Organizaton

Martn Marieta Materials, Inc. (the Company or Martn Marieta) is a natural resource-based building materials company. As of June 30, 2023, the Company supplies aggregates (crushed stone, sand and gravel) through its network of approximately 350 quarries, mines and distributon yards in 28 states, Canada and The Bahamas. Martn Marieta also provides cement and downstream products and services, namely, ready mixed concrete, asphalt and paving, in vertcally-integrated structured markets where the Company also has a leading aggregates positon. In additon, the Company has one cement plant that is classifed as assets held for sale and reported as discontnued operatons as of and for the six months ended June 30, 2023. The Company's Stockton, California cement import terminal, through the date of disposal (see Note 2), was reported as discontnued operatons for the three and six months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022, and classifed as assets held for sale as of December 31, 2022. The Company’s heavy-side building materials are used in infrastructure, nonresidental and residental constructon projects. Aggregates are also used in agricultural, utlity and environmental applicatons and as railroad ballast. The aggregates, cement, ready mixed concrete, asphalt and paving product lines are reported collectvely as the “Building Materials” business.

The Company’s Building Materials business includes two reportable segments: the East Group and the West Group.

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The Company’s Magnesia Specialtes business, which represents a separate reportable segment, has manufacturing facilites in Manistee, Michigan, and Woodville, Ohio. The Magnesia Specialtes business produces magnesia-based chemicals products used in industrial, agricultural and environmental applicatons, and dolomitc lime sold primarily to customers for steel producton and soil stabilizaton.

Basis of Presentaton and Use of Estmates

and cash fows for the interim periods. The consolidated results of operatons for the three and six months ended June 30, 2023 are not necessarily indicatve of the results expected for other interim periods or the full year. The consolidated balance sheet at December 31, 2022 has been derived from the audited consolidated fnancial statements at that date but does not include all of the informaton and notes required by U.S. GAAP for complete fnancial statements. These consolidated fnancial statements should be read in conjuncton with the audited consolidated fnancial statements and notes thereto included in the Company’s Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2022.

The preparaton of the Company’s consolidated fnancial statements requires management to make certain estmates and assumptons about future events. As future events and their efects cannot be fully determined with precision, actual results could difer signifcantly from estmates. Changes in estmates are refected in the consolidated fnancial statements in the period in which the change in estmate occurs.

Revenue Recogniton

Total revenues include sales of products and services to customers, net of discounts or allowances, if any, and freight and delivery costs billed to customers. Product revenues are recognized when control of the promised good is transferred to unafliated customers, typically when fnished products are shipped. Intersegment and interproduct revenues are eliminated in consolidaton. Service revenues are derived from the paving business and are recognized using the percentage-of-completon method under the cost-to-cost approach. When the Company arranges third-party freight to deliver products to customers, the Company has elected the delivery to be a fulfllment actvity rather than a separate performance obligaton. Further, the Company acts as a principal in the delivery arrangements and, as required by Accountng Standards Codifcaton (ASC) 606, the related revenues and costs are presented gross in the consolidated statements of earnings and are recognized consistently with the tming of the product revenues.

Restricted Cash

At December 31, 2022, the Company had restricted cash of $0.8 million, which was invested in an account designated for the purchase of like-kind exchange replacement assets under Secton 1031 of the Internal Revenue Code and related IRS procedures (Secton 1031). The Company was restricted from utlizing the cash for purposes other than the purchase of qualifed assets for 180 days from receipt of the proceeds from the sale of the exchanged property. Any unused cash at the end of the 180 days was transferred to unrestricted accounts of the Company and used for general corporate purposes. There was no restricted cash at June 30, 2023.

The statements of cash fows refect cash fow changes and balances for cash, cash equivalents and restricted cash on an aggregated basis. Restricted Investments

At June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022, the Company had $702.3 million and $704.6 million, respectvely, of restricted investments, representng assets irrevocably transferred to an escrow trust account to satsfy and discharge the Company’s $700.0 million of 0.650% Senior Notes due 2023 (the 2023 Notes) (see Note 4). The assets in the escrow trust account could not be used for any purpose other than to satsfy the remaining interest payments and to repay the principal amount of the 2023 Notes on the maturity date of July 15, 2023. The assets transferred to the escrow trust account were invested in a U.S. Treasury securites fund (see Note 5) and investment returns on those trust assets were for the account of the Company (afer satsfacton of all amounts payable in connecton with the 2023 Notes). The Company consolidated the trust account on its balance sheets at June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022.

Consolidated Comprehensive Earnings (Loss) and Accumulated Other Comprehensive Loss

Consolidated comprehensive earnings (loss) consist of consolidated net earnings, adjustments for the funded status of pension and postretrement beneft plans and foreign currency translaton adjustments, and are presented in the Company’s consolidated statements of earnings and comprehensive earnings.

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Earnings per Common Share

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Reclassifcatons

As of June 30, 2023, the Company combined products and services revenues and freight revenues into total revenues, and combined cost of revenues - products and services and cost of revenues - freight into total cost of revenues on the Company's consolidated statements of earnings and comprehensive earnings. Prior-year informaton has been reclassifed to conform to the current-year presentaton. The reclassifcatons had no impact on the Company’s previously reported results of operatons, fnancial positon or cash fows.

2. Divesttures, Discontnued Operatons and Assets and Liabilites Held for Sale

Divesttures

Since October 1, 2021, the California cement businesses have been classifed as assets held for sale on the Company’s consolidated balance sheets; the associated fnancial results have been reported as discontnued operatons on the consolidated statements of earnings. On May 3, 2023, the Company divested its Stockton cement import terminal in California.

On June 30, 2022, the Company completed the sale of the Redding, California cement plant, related cement distributon terminals and 14 California ready mix operatons for $235 million in cash. These businesses were previously classifed as assets held for sale and their associated fnancial results were reported as discontnued operatons.

On April 1, 2022, the Company divested its Colorado and Central Texas ready-mixed concrete operatons to Smyrna Ready Mix Concrete LLC. This transacton optmized the Company’s aggregates-led portolio and improved its ability to generate more atractve margins over the long term by reducing both business cyclicality and exposure to raw material cost infaton. The transacton resulted in a pretax gain of $151.7 million, which was included in Other operatng income, net, and was inclusive of expenses incurred due to the divestture. The divested operatons and the gain on divestture were all reported in the West Group.
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Discontnued Operatons

On April 26, 2023, the Company terminated its agreement with CalPortland Company regarding the sale of the Company’s Tehachapi, California cement plant to CalPortland in light of the partes being unable to tmely obtain the necessary approval by the U.S. Federal Trade Commission. The Company is exploring the potental sale of the Tehachapi plant to other buyers.

For the three and six months ended June 30, 2023, discontnued operatons included the Company's Tehachapi, California cement plant and California ready mixed concrete operatons as well as the Stockton, California cement import terminal through the May 3, 2023 divestture. Discontnued operatons for the three and six months ended June 30, 2022 also included the Company's Redding, California cement plant, related cement distributon terminals and 14 California ready mix operatons that were sold in June 2022 (hereinafer, the Redding transacton).

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On September 29, 2022, the Company satsfed and discharged the 2023 Notes. In connecton with the satsfacton and discharge, the Company irrevocably deposited funds with Regions Bank, as trustee under the indenture governing the 2023 Notes, in an amount sufcient to satsfy all remaining principal and interest payments on the 2023 Notes. The Company utlized existng cash resources to fund the satsfacton and discharge. As a result of the satsfacton and discharge of the 2023 Notes, the obligatons of the Company under the indenture with respect to the 2023 Notes have been terminated, except those provisions of the indenture that, by their terms, survive the satsfacton and discharge. Because the discharge did not represent a legal defeasance, the 2023 Notes remained on the Company’s consolidated balance sheets at June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022 and contnued to accrete to their par value over the period untl maturity. Additonally, the related trust assets were included in Restricted investments (to satsfy discharged debt and related interest) on the Company’s consolidated balance sheets at June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022. On July 17, 2023, Regions Bank satsfed the remaining principal and interest payments and the 2023 Notes are considered repaid in full.

The Company has a credit agreement with JPMorgan Chase Bank, N.A., as Administratve Agent, Deutsche Bank Securites, Inc., PNC Bank, Truist Bank and Wells Fargo Bank, N.A., as Syndicaton Agents, and the lenders party thereto (the Credit Agreement), which provides for a $800.0 million fve-year senior unsecured revolving facility (the Revolving Facility) with a maturity date of December 21, 2027. Borrowings under the Revolving Facility bear interest, at the Company’s opton, at rates based upon the Secured Overnight Financing Rate (SOFR) or a base rate, plus, for each rate, a margin determined in accordance with a ratngs-based pricing grid. There were no borrowings outstanding under the Credit Agreement as of June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022. Any outstanding principal amounts, together with interest accrued thereon, are due in full on that maturity date. Available borrowings under the Revolving Facility are reduced by any outstanding leters of credit issued by the Company under the Revolving Facility. At June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022, the Company had $2.6 million of outstanding leters of credit issued under the Revolving Facility.
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The Credit Agreement requires the Company’s rato of consolidated net debt-to-consolidated earnings before interest, taxes, depreciaton, depleton and amortzaton (EBITDA), as defned by the Revolving Facility, for the trailing-twelve months (the Rato) to not exceed 3.50x as of the end of any fscal quarter, provided that the Company may exclude from the Rato any debt incurred in connecton with certain acquisitons during the quarter or three preceding quarters so long as the Rato calculated without such exclusion does not exceed 4.00x. Additonally, if no amounts are outstanding under the Revolving Facility or the Company's trade receivable securitzaton facility (discussed below), consolidated debt, as defned, which includes debt for which the Company is a guarantor (see Note 8), shall be reduced in an amount equal to the lesser of $500.0 million or the sum of the Company’s unrestricted cash and temporary investments, for purposes of the covenant calculaton. The Company was in compliance with the Rato at June 30, 2023.

The Company, through a wholly-owned special-purpose subsidiary, has a $400.0 million trade receivable securitzaton facility (the Trade Receivable Facility), that matures on September 20, 2023. The Trade Receivable Facility, with Truist Bank, Regions Bank, PNC Bank, N.A., MUFG Bank, Ltd., New York Branch, and certain other lenders that may become a party to the facility from tme to tme, is backed by eligible trade receivables, as defned. Borrowings are limited to the lesser of the facility limit or the borrowing base, as defned. These receivables are originated by the Company and then sold or contributed to the wholly-owned special-purpose subsidiary. The Company contnues to be responsible for the servicing and administraton of the receivables purchased by the wholly-owned special-purpose subsidiary. Borrowings under the Trade Receivable Facility bear interest at a rate equal to asset-backed commercial paper costs of conduit lenders plus 0.65% for borrowings funded by conduit lenders and Adjusted Term Secured Overnight Financing Rate (Adjusted Term SOFR), as defned, plus 0.7%, subject to change in the event that this rate no longer refects the lender’s cost of lending, for borrowings funded by all other lenders. The Trade Receivable Facility contains a cross-default provision to the Company’s other debt agreements. Subject to certain conditons, including lenders providing the requisite commitments, the Trade Receivable Facility may be increased to a borrowing base not to exceed $500.0 million. There were no borrowings outstanding under the Trade Receivable Facility at June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022.

5. Financial Instruments

The Company’s fnancial instruments include temporary cash investments, restricted cash, restricted investments, accounts receivable, note receivable, accounts payable, publicly-registered long-term notes and debentures.

Temporary cash investments are placed primarily in money market funds, money market demand deposit accounts and Eurodollar tme deposit accounts with fnancial insttutons. The Company’s cash equivalents have maturites of less than three months. Due to the short maturity of these investments, they are carried on the consolidated balance sheets at cost, which approximates fair value.

Restricted cash is held in a trust account with a third-party intermediary. Due to the short-term nature of this account, the carrying value of restricted cash approximates its fair value.

Restricted investments are held in a fund that invests solely in U.S. Treasury securites. The estmated fair value of the fund is valued at net asset value, which the fund seeks to maintain at one dollar per share. As such, the carrying value of the restricted investments approximates its fair value. The Company is restricted from accessing the investments, which will be used to setle the 2023 Notes and related interest payments. Investment returns on those trust assets are for the account of the Company if there are any remaining afer satsfacton of all amounts payable in connecton with the 2023 Notes.

Accounts receivable are due from a large number of customers, primarily in the constructon industry, and are dispersed across wide geographic and economic regions. No single customer accounted for 10% or more of
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consolidated accounts receivable at June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022. The carrying values of accounts receivable approximate their fair values.

Note receivable is a promissory note with an unconsolidated afliate (see Note 8) and is not publicly traded. Management estmates that the carrying value of the note receivable approximates its fair value.

Accounts payable represent amounts owed to suppliers and vendors. The estmated carrying value of accounts payable approximates its fair value due to the short-term nature of the payables.

The carrying value and fair value of the Company’s long-term debt were $5.04 billion and $4.41 billion, respectvely, at June 30, 2023 and $5.04 billion and $4.36 billion, respectvely, at December 31, 2022. The estmated fair value of the Company’s publicly-registered long-term debt was estmated based on Level 1 of the fair value hierarchy using quoted market prices.

6. Income Taxes

The efectve income tax rate refects the efect of federal and state income taxes on earnings and the impact of diferences in book and tax accountng arising primarily from the permanent tax benefts associated with the statutory depleton deducton for mineral reserves. The efectve income tax rates for contnuing operatons were 20.9% and 22.6% for the six months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022, respectvely. The higher 2022 efectve income tax rate versus 2023 was driven by the impact of the divestture of the Colorado and Central Texas ready mixed concrete businesses.

Based on the roles of the employees, service cost is included in the Cost of revenues or Selling, general and administratve expenses line items in the consolidated statements of earnings and comprehensive earnings.

8. Commitments and Contngencies Legal and Administratve Proceedings

The Company is engaged in certain legal and administratve proceedings incidental to its normal business actvites, including maters relatng to environmental protecton. The Company considers various factors in assessing the probable outcome of each mater, including but not limited to the nature of existng legal proceedings and claims, the asserted or possible damages, the jurisdicton and venue of the case and whether it is a jury trial, the progress of the case, existng law and precedent, the opinions or views of legal counsel and other advisers, the Company’s experience in similar cases and the experience of other companies, the facts available to the Company at the tme of assessment, and how the Company intends to respond to the proceeding or claim. The Company’s assessment of these factors may change over tme as proceedings or claims progress. The Company believes the probability is remote that the outcome of any currently pending legal or administratve proceeding will result in a material loss to the Company as a whole, based on currently available facts.

Leters of Credit

In the normal course of business, the Company provides certain third partes with standby leter of credit agreements guaranteeing its payment for certain insurance claims, contract performance and permit requirements. At June 30, 2023, the Company was contngently liable for $26.8 million in leters of credit.

Borrowing Arrangements with Afliate

The Company is a guarantor with an unconsolidated afliate for a $15.0 million revolving line of credit agreement with Truist Bank that has a maturity date of March 2024. There were no borrowings outstanding on the line of credit at June 30, 2023. The afliate has agreed to reimburse and indemnify the Company for any payments and expenses the Company may incur from this agreement. The Company holds a lien on the afliate’s membership interest in a joint venture as collateral for payment under the revolving line of credit.

In additon, the Company has a $6.0 million interest-only note receivable, due December 31, 2024, outstanding from this unconsolidated afliate at June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022.
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9. Segments

The Building Materials business contains two reportable segments: the East Group and the West Group. The Company also has a Magnesia Specialtes segment. The Company’s evaluaton of performance and allocaton of resources are based primarily on earnings from operatons. Consolidated earnings from operatons include total revenues less cost of revenues; selling, general and administratve expenses; acquisiton and integraton expenses; other operatng income and expenses, net; and exclude interest expense; other nonoperatng income and expenses, net; and income tax expense. Corporate loss from operatons primarily includes depreciaton; expenses for corporate administratve functons; acquisiton and integraton expenses; and other nonrecurring income and expenses not atributable to operatons of the Company's other operatng segments. All long-term debt and related interest expense are reported in Corporate.

The following table displays selected fnancial data for the Company’s reportable segments. Total revenues, as presented on the consolidated statements of earnings and comprehensive earnings, refect the eliminaton of intersegment revenues, which represent sales from one segment to another segment. Total revenues and earnings (loss) from operatons refect contnuing operatons only. In 2022, earnings from operatons for the West Group included a nonrecurring gain on divested assets of $151.7 million.

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10. Revenues and Gross Proft

Performance Obligatons. Performance obligatons are contractual promises to transfer or provide a distnct good or service for a stated price. The Company’s product sales agreements are single-performance obligatons that are satsfed at a point in tme. Performance obligatons within paving service agreements are satsfed over tme, primarily ranging from one day to two years. For product and freight revenues, customer payment terms are generally 30 days from invoice date. Customer payments for the paving operatons are based on a contractual billing schedule and are due 30 days from invoice date.

Future revenues from unsatsfed performance obligatons at June 30, 2023 and 2022 were $357.8 million and $322.5 million, respectvely, where the remaining periods to complete these obligatons ranged from one month to 28 months and one month to 23 months, respectvely.

Service Revenues. Service revenues, which include paving services located in California and Colorado, were $107.9 million and $95.0 million for the three months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022, respectvely, and are reported in the West Group. Service revenues for the six months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022 were $134.3 million and $113.3 million, respectvely.

Contract Balances. Costs in excess of billings relate to the conditonal right to consideraton for completed contractual performance and are contract assets on the consolidated balance sheets. Costs in excess of billings are reclassifed to accounts receivable when the right to consideraton becomes unconditonal. Item 2. Management’s Discussion and Analysis of Financial Conditon and Results of Operatons.

OVERVIEW

Martn Marieta Materials, Inc. (the Company or Martn Marieta) is a natural resource-based building materials company. As of June 30, 2023, the Company supplies aggregates (crushed stone, sand and gravel) through its network of approximately 350 quarries, mines and distributon yards in 28 states, Canada and The Bahamas. Martn Marieta also provides cement and downstream products, namely, ready mixed concrete, asphalt and paving services, in certain vertcally-integrated structured markets where the Company has a leading aggregates positon. In additon, the Company has one cement plant in California that is classifed as assets held for sale and reported as discontnued operatons as of and for the six months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022. The Company's Stockton, California cement import terminal, through its May 2023 disposal date, was reported as discontnued operatons for the three and six months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022. The Company’s heavy-side building materials are used in infrastructure, nonresidental and residental constructon projects. Aggregates are also used in agricultural, utlity and environmental applicatons and as railroad ballast. The aggregates, cement, ready mixed concrete and asphalt and paving product lines are reported collectvely as the “Building Materials” business.

The Company’s Building Materials business includes two reportable segments: the East Group and the West Group.

The Building Materials business is signifcantly afected by weather paterns, seasonal changes and other climate-related conditons. Producton and shipment levels for aggregates, cement, ready mixed concrete and asphalt materials correlate with general constructon actvity levels, most of which occur in the spring, summer and fall. Thus, producton and shipment levels vary by quarter. Operatons concentrated in the northern and midwestern United States generally experience more severe winter weather conditons than operatons in the Southeast, Southwest and West. Excessive rainfall, and conversely excessive drought, can also jeopardize producton, shipments and proftability in all markets served by the Company. Due to the potentally signifcant impact of weather on the Company’s operatons, current-period results are not necessarily indicatve of expected performance for other interim periods or the full year.

The Company has a Magnesia Specialtes business with manufacturing facilites in Manistee, Michigan, and Woodville, Ohio. The Magnesia Specialtes business produces magnesia-based chemicals products used in industrial, agricultural and environmental applicatons and dolomitc lime sold primarily to customers in the steel and mining industries.

CRITICAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Company outlined its critcal accountng policies in its Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2022. There were no changes to the Company’s critcal accountng policies during the six months ended June 30, 2023.

RESULTS OF OPERATIONS

Earnings from contnuing operatons before interest; income taxes; depreciaton, depleton and amortzaton; earnings/loss from nonconsolidated equity afliates; acquisiton and integraton expenses; and the nonrecurring gain on divestture (Adjusted EBITDA) is an indicator used by the Company and investors to evaluate the Company’s operatng performance from period to period. Adjusted EBITDA is not defned by accountng principles generally accepted in the United States (GAAP) and, as such, should not be construed as an alternatve to net earnings atributable to Martn Marieta, earnings from operatons or operatng cash fow. However, the Company’s management believes that Adjusted EBITDA may provide additonal informaton with respect to the Company’s performance and is a measure used by management to evaluate the Company’s performance. Since Adjusted EBITDA excludes some, but not all, items that afect net earnings and may vary among companies, Adjusted EBITDA as presented by the Company may not be comparable with similarly ttled measures of other companies.

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Second-quarter aggregates shipments decreased 5.7%, while pricing increased 18.6%, or 17.0% on a mix-adjusted basis, over the prior-year quarter, refectng the impact of 2022 and 2023 price increases implemented to ofset infatonary cost increases from 2021 and 2022. Second-quarter aggregates gross proft improved 20.7% to $370.9 million and gross margin expanded 310 basis points to 32.2%, as strong pricing growth and lower fuel and energy costs more than ofset lower shipments and increased personnel, repairs, supplies and contract services costs.

Cement shipments were a record 1.1 million tons, while pricing increased 21.8%, refectng the cumulatve efects of 2022 and 2023 price increases implemented to ofset infatonary cost increases in 2021 and 2022. Cement gross proft grew to $93.3 million, an increase of 84.0%, and gross margin expanded 1,600 basis points to 47.2%, refectng pricing gains and lower energy costs.

Ready mix pricing increased 21.9% due to pricing actons implemented in all Arizona and Texas markets to ofset raw material cost increases in 2021 and 2022, resultng in revenues and gross proft from contnuing operatons increases of 19.7% and 142.3%, respectvely, despite shipment declines of 1.7%.

Asphalt shipments increased 1.7% and pricing increased 7.9%, respectvely, leading to an 11.7% increase in total asphalt and paving revenues. Gross proft improved 37.9% and gross margin improved 290 basis points over the prior-year quarter.

Aggregates End-Use Markets

While aggregates shipments to the infrastructure market decreased 3.5%, the value of state and local government highway, bridge and tunnel contract awards, a leading indicator for future product demand, is higher year-over-year. The infrastructure market accounted for 36% of second-quarter aggregates shipments.

Aggregates shipments to the nonresidental market decreased 6.2%, driven by delays on several large manufacturing, data center and energy projects. The nonresidental market represented 35% of second-quarter aggregates shipments.
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Aggregates shipments to the residental market decreased 10.1%, refectng single-family afordability concerns in the Company's geographies. Notably, builder sentment has improved in the Company's geographies, as the single-family housing shortage contnues to drive a base level of demand in the Sun Belt markets. The residental market accounted for 24% of second-quarter aggregates shipments.

The ChemRock/Rail market accounted for the remaining 5% of second-quarter aggregates shipments. Volumes to this end use increased 6.3%, driven by higher agricultural lime shipments in the Midwest.

Magnesia Specialtes Business

Magnesia Specialtes second-quarter total revenues decreased 1.4% to $80.5 million. Gross proft increased 13.0% to $27.7 million, refectng increased lime and chemicals pricing partally ofset by lower shipments and higher kiln outage and repair costs.

Consolidated Operatng Results

Consolidated SG&A for the second quarter of 2023 was 6.1% of total revenues compared with 6.3% in the prior-year quarter, a 20-basis-point improvement.

Among other items, other operatng income, net, includes gains and losses on the sale of assets; recoveries and losses related to certain customer accounts receivable; rental, royalty and services income; and accreton expense, depreciaton expense and gains and losses related to asset retrement obligatons. For the second quarter, consolidated other operatng income, net, was $14.9 million in 2023 and $160.4 million in 2022. The 2022 amount included a $151.7 million gain on the divestture of the Colorado and Central Texas ready mixed concrete operatons.

Earnings from operatons for the quarter were $463.3 million in 2023 compared with $478.6 million in 2022. 2023 refects increased total revenues and higher gross proft driven primarily by price increases implemented to ofset infatonary cost increases in 2021 and 2022; 2022 included the $151.7 million nonrecurring gain on the divestture of ready mixed concrete operatons.

Other nonoperatng income, net, includes interest income; pension and postretrement beneft cost (excluding service cost); foreign currency transacton gains and losses; equity earnings or losses from nonconsolidated afliates; and other miscellaneous income and expenses. For the second quarter, other nonoperatng income, net, was $18.7 million and $22.0 million in 2023 and 2022, respectvely.

Year-to-date aggregates shipments decreased 3.6%, while pricing increased 20.3%, or 18.3% on a mix-adjusted basis, over the prior-year period, refectng the impact of 2022 and 2023 price increases implemented to ofset infatonary cost increases in 2021 and 2022. Year-to-date aggregates gross proft improved 48.5% to $608.9 million and gross margin expanded 690 basis points to 29.5%, as strong pricing growth and lower fuel and energy costs more than ofset lower shipments and higher personnel, repairs, supplies and contract services costs.

Cement shipments of 2.1 million tons decreased 3.2%. Pricing increased 26.5%, or 26.1% on a mix-adjusted basis, refectng the cumulatve efects of 2022 and 2023 price increases implemented to ofset infatonary cost increases in 2021 and 2022. Cement gross proft grew to $140.4 million, an increase of 81.1%, and gross margin expanded 1,250 basis points to 38.3%, as pricing gains and lower energy costs more than ofset lower shipments and higher raw materials and maintenance costs.

Ready mix pricing increased 21.5% due to pricing actons implemented in all Arizona and Texas markets to ofset raw material cost increases in 2021 and 2022. Ready mix shipments and revenues from contnuing operatons declined 21.9% and 5.1%, respectvely, driven primarily by the divestture of the Company’s Colorado and Central Texas ready mixed concrete businesses on April 1, 2022.

Asphalt shipments decreased 3.9% and pricing increased 8.1%. Total asphalt and paving revenues increased 9.7%, as pricing gains ofset lower shipments.

Aggregates End-Use Markets

Aggregates shipments to the infrastructure market decreased 2.4% due to project delays in certain markets, partally ofset by large project starts in Texas. The infrastructure market accounted for 34% of year-to-date aggregates shipments.

Aggregates shipments to the nonresidental market decreased 2.4%. The nonresidental market represented 37% of year-to-date aggregates shipments.

Aggregates shipments to the residental market decreased 7.2%, refectng single-family afordability concerns in the Company's geographies, partally ofset by resiliency in mult-family constructon. The residental market accounted for 24% of year-to-date aggregates shipments.

The ChemRock/Rail market accounted for the remaining 5% of year-to-date aggregates shipments. Volumes to this end use decreased 2.4%, driven primarily by lower ballast shipments, partally ofset by increased agricultural lime shipments in the Midwest.

Magnesia Specialtes Business

Magnesia Specialtes total revenues increased 3.3% to $163.9 million for the six months ended June 30, 2023, driven by higher pricing across all product lines. Gross proft increased 5.0% to $52.7 million as pricing gains ofset lower volumes and higher operatng costs.
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Consolidated Operatng Results

Consolidated SG&A for the six months ended June 30 of 2023 was 6.8% of total revenues compared with 7.0% in the prior-year period, a 20-basis-point improvement.

For the six months ended June 30, consolidated other operatng income, net, was $13.3 million in 2023 and $162.6 million in 2022, which included a $151.7 million pretax gain on the sale of the Colorado and Central Texas ready-mixed concrete operatons.

Earnings from operatons for the six months ended June 30 were $659.3 million in 2023 compared with $538.4 million in 2022, with the increase driven by the cumulatve impact of price increases in 2022 and 2023 implemented to ofset infatonary cost increases in 2021 and 2022.

For the six months ended June 30, other nonoperatng income, net, was $34.9 million and $32.9 million in 2023 and 2022, respectvely.

Income Tax Expense

For the six months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022, the efectve income tax rates for contnuing operatons were 20.9% and 22.6%, respectvely. The higher efectve income tax rate for the 2022 period was driven by the impact of the divestture of the Colorado and Central Texas ready mixed concrete businesses.

LIQUIDITY AND CAPITAL RESOURCES

Cash provided by operatng actvites for the six months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022 was $518.5 million and $286.2 million, respectvely. Operatng cash fow is substantally derived from consolidated net earnings before deductng depreciaton, depleton and amortzaton, and changes in working capital requirements.

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The seasonal nature of constructon actvity impacts the Company’s interim operatng cash fow when compared with the full year. Full-year 2022 net cash provided by operatng actvites was $991.2 million.

During the six months ended June 30, 2023 and 2022, the Company paid $293.4 million and $220.7 million, respectvely, for property, plant and equipment.

The Company can repurchase its common stock through open-market purchases pursuant to authority granted by its Board of Directors or through private transactons at such prices and upon such terms as the Chief Executve Ofcer deems appropriate. The Company repurchased 381,520 shares of common stock at an aggregate cost of $150.0 million during the frst six months of 2023. At June 30, 2023, 12.7 million shares of common stock remain under the Company’s repurchase authorizaton.
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On September 29, 2022, the Company satsfed and discharged its $700 million of 0.650% Senior Notes due 2023 (the 2023 Notes). In connecton with the satsfacton and discharge, the Company irrevocably deposited existng cash in an amount sufcient to satsfy all remaining principal and interest payments on the 2023 Notes with Regions Bank (the Trustee). The money was invested in a fund that invested exclusively in U.S. Treasury securites and was classifed as Restricted investments (to satsfy discharged debt and related interest) on the consolidated balance sheets at June 30, 2023 and December 31, 2022. As a result of the satsfacton and discharge, the obligatons of the Company under the indenture with respect to the 2023 Notes were terminated, except those provisions of the indenture that, by their terms, survived the satsfacton and discharge. The 2023 Notes remained on the Company’s consolidated balance sheet at June 30, 2023 and contnued to accrete to their par value over the period untl maturity. On July 17, 2023, the Trustee satsfed the remaining principal and interest payments and the 2023 Notes are considered repaid in full.

The Company, through a wholly-owned special-purpose subsidiary, has a $400 million trade receivable securitzaton facility (the Trade Receivable Facility) that matures on September 20, 2023. The Trade Receivable Facility contains a cross-default provision to the Company’s other debt agreements.

The Company has an $800 million fve-year senior unsecured revolving facility (the Revolving Facility), which matures in December 2027. The Revolving Facility requires the Company’s rato of consolidated net debt-to-consolidated EBITDA, as defned, for the trailing-twelve-month period (the Rato) to not exceed 3.50 tmes as of the end of any fscal quarter, provided that the Company may exclude from the Rato debt incurred in connecton with certain acquisitons during the quarter or the three preceding quarters so long as the Rato calculated without such exclusion does not exceed 4.00 tmes. Additonally, if there are no amounts outstanding under the Revolving Facility and the Trade Receivable Facility, consolidated debt, including debt for which the Company is a guarantor, shall be reduced in an amount equal to the lesser of $500.0 million or the sum of the Company’s unrestricted cash and temporary investments, for purposes of the covenant calculaton. The Company was in compliance with the Rato at June 30, 2023.

In the event of a default on the Rato, the lenders can terminate the Revolving Facility and Trade Receivable Facility and declare any outstanding balances as immediately due. There were no amounts outstanding under the Trade Receivable Facility or the Revolving Facility at June 30, 2023.

Cash on hand and restricted investments, along with the Company’s projected internal cash fows and availability of fnancing resources, including its access to debt and equity capital markets, is expected to contnue to be sufcient to provide the capital resources necessary to support antcipated operatng needs, cover debt service requirements, address near-term debt maturites, meet capital expenditures and discretonary investment needs, fund certain acquisiton opportunites that may arise, allow for payment of dividends for the foreseeable future and allow the repurchase of shares of the Company’s common stock. At June 30, 2023, the Company had $1.20 billion of unused borrowing capacity under its Revolving Facility and Trade Receivable Facility, subject to complying with the related leverage covenant. Historically, the Company has successfully extended the maturity dates of these credit facilites.

TRENDS AND RISKS

The Company outlined the risks associated with its business in its Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2022.

Management contnues to evaluate its exposure to all operatng risks on an ongoing basis.

On August 16, 2022, the U.S. enacted the Infaton Reducton Act of 2022, which, among other things, implements a 15% minimum tax on book income of certain large corporatons, a 1% excise tax on net stock repurchases and several tax incentves to promote clean energy. Based on the Company’s current analysis of the provisions, management does not believe this legislaton will have a material impact on the Company’s consolidated fnancial statements.

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Item 3. Quanttatve and Qualitatve Disclosures About Market Risk.

The Company’s operatons are highly dependent upon the interest rate-sensitve constructon and steelmaking industries. Consequently, these marketplaces could experience lower levels of economic actvity in an environment of rising interest rates or escalatng costs.

Management has considered the current economic environment and its potental impact to the Company's business. Demand for aggregates products, partcularly in the infrastructure constructon market, is afected by federal, state and local budget and defcit issues. Further, delays or cancellatons of capital projects in the nonresidental and residental constructon markets could occur if companies and consumers are unable to obtain afordable fnancing for constructon projects or if consumer confdence is eroded by economic uncertainty.

Demand in the nonresidental and residental constructon markets, which combined accounted for 61% of aggregates shipments for the six months ended June 30, 2023, is afected by interest rates. Since December 31, 2022, the Federal Reserve raised the target federal funds rate 75 basis points.

Aside from these inherent risks from within its operatons, the Company’s earnings are also afected by changes in short-term interest rates and changes in enacted tax laws.

Variable-Rate Borrowing Facilites. At June 30, 2023, the Company had an $800.0 million Revolving Facility and a $400.0 million Trade Receivable Facility. Borrowings under these facilites bear interest at a variable interest rate. There were no borrowings outstanding on either facility at June 30, 2023. However, any future borrowings under the credit facilites or outstanding variable-rate debt are exposed to interest rate risk.

Pension Expense. The Company’s results of operatons are afected by its pension expense. Assumptons that afect pension expense include the discount rate and, for the qualifed defned beneft pension plan only, the expected long-term rate of return on assets. Therefore, the Company has interest rate risk associated with these factors. The impact of hypothetcal changes in these assumptons on the Company’s annual pension expense is discussed in the Company’s Annual Report on Form 10-K for the year ended December 31, 2022.

Income Tax. Any changes in enacted tax laws, rules or regulatory or judicial interpretatons, or any change in the pronouncements relatng to accountng for income taxes could materially impact the Company’s efectve tax rate, tax payments, fnancial conditon and results of operatons.

Energy Costs. Energy costs, including diesel fuel, natural gas, electricity, coal, petroleum coke and liquid asphalt, represent signifcant producton costs of the Company. The Company may be unable to pass along increases in the costs of energy to customers in the form of price increases for the Company’s products. The cement product line and Magnesia Specialtes business each have varying fxed-price agreements for a porton of their 2023 energy requirements. On a consolidated basis, energy expense for the six months ended June 30, 2023 decreased 15% compared with the prior-year period, inclusive of a $0.79-per-gallon decrease in diesel costs. A hypothetcal 10% change in the Company’s energy prices in 2023 as compared with 2022, assuming constant volumes, would change 2023 energy expense by $50.0 million.

Commodity Risk. Cement is a commodity and competton is based principally on price, which is highly sensitve to changes in supply and demand. Prices are ofen subject to material changes in response to relatvely minor fuctuatons in supply and demand, general economic conditons and other market conditons beyond the Company’s control. Increases in the producton capacity of industry partcipants or increases in cement imports tend to create an oversupply of such products leading to an imbalance between supply and demand, which can have a negatve impact on product prices. There can be no assurance that product prices will not decline in the future or that such declines will not have a material adverse efect on the Company’s business, fnancial conditon and results of operatons. Assuming full-year 2022 cement product revenues of $602.3 million, a hypothetcal 10% change in the average selling price of the cement product line would impact full-year cement product revenues by $60.2 million.
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Cement is a key raw material in the producton of ready mixed concrete. The Company may be unable to pass along increases in the costs of cement and raw materials to customers in the form of price increases for the Company’s products. A hypothetcal 10% change in cement costs in 2023 compared with 2022, assuming constant volumes, would change the ready mixed concrete product line cost of sales by $26.2 million. While increases in cement pricing may negatvely impact the proftability of the ready mixed concrete operatons, the cement business would beneft, although the positve impact may not refect a direct correlaton to the impact on the ready mixed concrete business.

Based on that evaluaton, the Company’s management, including the Chief Executve Ofcer and Chief Financial Ofcer, concluded that the Company’s disclosure controls and procedures were efectve as of June 30, 2023. There were no changes in the Company’s internal control over fnancial reportng during the most recently completed fscal quarter that materially afected, or are reasonably likely to materially afect, the Company’s internal control over fnancial reportng.

MINE SAFETY DISCLOSURES

The operaton of the Company’s domestc aggregates quarries and mines is subject to regulaton by the federal Mine Safety and Health Administraton (MSHA) under the Federal Mine Safety and Health Act of 1977 (the Mine Act). MSHA inspects the Company’s quarries and mines on a regular basis and issues various citatons and orders when it believes a violaton has occurred under the Mine Act. Whenever MSHA issues a citaton or order, it also generally proposes a civil penalty, or fne, related to the alleged violaton. Citatons or orders may be contested and appealed and, as part of that process, are ofen reduced in severity and amount; they are sometmes dismissed.

Under the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protecton Act (the Dodd-Frank Act), the Company is required to present informaton regarding certain mining safety and health citatons which MSHA has issued with respect to its aggregates mining operatons in its periodic reports fled with the Securites and Exchange Commission (SEC). In evaluatng this informaton, consideraton should be given to factors such as: (i) the number of citatons and orders will vary depending on the size of the quarry or mine and types of operatons (i.e., underground or surface), (ii) the number of citatons issued will vary from inspector to inspector and locaton to locaton, and (iii) citatons and orders can be contested and appealed, and in that process, may be reduced in severity and amount, and are sometmes dismissed.

The Company has provided the informaton below in response to the SEC’s rules and regulatons issued under the provisions of the Dodd-Frank Act. The disclosures refect U.S. mining operatons only, as the requirements of the Dodd-Frank Act and the SEC rules and regulatons thereunder do not apply to the Company’s quarries and mines operated outside the United States.

The Company presents the following items regarding certain mining safety and health maters for the three months ended June 30, 2023:

· Total number of violatons of mandatory health or safety standards that could signifcantly and substantally contribute to the cause and efect of a mine safety or health hazard under secton 104 of the Mine Act for which the Company has received a citaton from MSHA (hereinafer, “Secton 104 S&S Citatons”). If MSHA determines that a violaton of a mandatory health or safety standard is likely to result in a reasonably serious injury or illness under the unique circumstance contributed to by the violaton, MSHA will classify the violaton as a “signifcant and substantal” violaton (commonly referred to as an S&S violaton). MSHA inspectors will classify each citaton or order writen as an S&S violaton or not.

· Total number of orders issued under secton 104(b) of the Mine Act (hereinafer, “Secton 104(b) Orders”). These orders are issued for situatons in which MSHA determines a previous violaton covered by a Secton 104(a) citaton has not been totally abated within the prescribed tme period, so a further order is needed to require the mine operator to immediately withdraw all persons (except authorized persons) from the afected area of a quarry or mine.

· Total number of citatons and orders for unwarrantable failure of the mine operator to comply with mandatory health or safety standards under Secton 104(d) of the Mine Act (hereinafer, “Secton 104(d) Citatons and Orders”). These violatons are similar to those described above, but the standard is that the violaton could signifcantly and substantally contribute to the cause and efect of a safety

or health hazard, but the conditons do not cause imminent danger, and the MSHA inspector fnds that the violaton is caused by an

unwarranted failure of the operator to comply with the health and safety standards.

· Total number of fagrant violatons under secton 110(b)(2) of the Mine Act (hereinafer, “Secton 110(b)(2) Violatons”). These violatons are penalty violatons issued if MSHA determines that violatons are “fagrant”, for which civil penaltes may be assessed. A “fagrant” violaton means a reckless or repeated failure to make reasonable eforts to eliminate a known violaton of a mandatory health or safety standard that substantally and proximately caused, or reasonably could have been expected to cause, death or serious bodily injury.

· Total number of imminent danger orders issued under secton 107(a) of the Mine Act (hereinafer, “Secton 107(a) Orders”). These orders are issued for situatons in which MSHA determines an imminent danger exists in the quarry or mine and results in orders of immediate withdrawal of all persons (except certain authorized persons) from the area of the quarry or mine afected by its conditon untl the imminent danger and the underlying conditons causing the imminent danger no longer exist.

· Total dollar value of proposed assessments from MSHA under the Mine Act. These are the amounts of proposed assessments issued by MSHA with each citaton or order for the tme period covered by the reports. Penaltes are assessed by MSHA according to a formula that considers a number of factors, including the mine operator’s history, size, negligence, gravity of the violaton, good faith in trying to correct the violaton promptly, and the efect of the penalty on the operator’s ability to contnue in business.

· Total number of mining-related fatalites. Mines subject to the Mine Act are required to report all fatalites occurring at their facilites unless the fatality is determined to be “non-chargeable” to the mining industry. The fnal rules of the SEC require disclosure of mining-related fatalites at mines subject to the Mine Act. Only fatalites determined by MSHA not to be mining-related may be excluded.

· Receipt of writen notce from MSHA of a patern (or a potental to have such a patern) of violatons of mandatory health or safety standards that are of such nature as could have signifcantly and substantally contributed to the cause and efect of other mine health or safety hazards under Secton 104(e) of the Mine Act. If MSHA determines that a mine has a “patern” of these types of violatons, or the potental to have such a patern, MSHA is required to notfy the mine operator of the existence of such a thing.

· Legal actons before the Federal Mine Safety and Health Review Commissions pending as of the last day of period.

· Legal actons before the Federal Mine Safety and Health Review Commissions initated during period.

· Legal actons before the Federal Mine Safety and Health Review Commissions resolved during period.

The Federal Mine Safety and Health Review Commission (the Commission) is an independent adjudicatve agency that provides administratve trial and appellate review of legal disputes arising under the Mine Act. The cases may involve, among other questons, challenges by operators to citatons, orders and

penaltes they have received from MSHA, or complaints of discriminaton by miners under Secton 105 of the Mine Act. Appendix 1 shows,

for each of the Company’s quarries and mines identfed, as of June 30, 2023, the number of legal actons pending before the Commission,

along with the number of legal actons initated before the Commission during the quarter as well as resolved during the quarter.
